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 It is such a joy to be your new pastor: Rebecca and I are tickled to be here! Calvert City is a 
wonderfully friendly town and our church clearly reflects that open-heartedness. We look ahead to our 
future together at CCUMC, anticipating a year filled with the joy of new friends, new places, and new 
adventures and also the challenges and difficulties that lead to growth.  
 Many folks have asked about our family. We have two adult children, both married. Our son 
Richard and his wife Julia live in Nashville. He is in the hotel/resort business and she is in medical 
communication. Our daughter Samantha and her husband Eric live in Madisonville TN. She runs a 
plasma center in Knoxville and he is the executive chef at Tennessee Wesley in Athens TN. They have 
two children, Oliver who is almost 4, and Lydia, almost 1. Rebecca has retired from being a music 
teacher in TN and exploring her options these days, including spending as much time as possible with 
Ollie and Lydia. Our family, despite geography, is close and loving. 
 
Jesusô Parables  
 From the very early in the life of the church, we Christians have principally drawn both our eth-
ics and theology, the intellectual underpinnings of our faith, principally from Jesusô stories. Jesus was, 
and is, the Son of God and the Savior of the world. He is also the greatest theologian the world has 
ever known. Part of the reason for this is, of course, that Jesus himself was the subject of his own 
teaching! But beyond this, Jesus had an unsurpassed ability to communicate that came mostly from 
his use of simple, right down to earth stories we can all easily understand. Jesus did not use abstract 
philosophical or theological jargon. Instead he used metaphors, similes, and parables: stories  
 There is nothing wrong with using rational and abstract language to plumb the depths of what 
it means to be a Christian. The Apostle Paul certainly used a great deal of philosophical language in 
his preaching and his writing. However, over the years we seemed to have let the philosophical ap-
proach predominate over Jesusô method: telling stories and letting folks figure things out without too 
much explanation. 
 Jesusô parables communicate in ways that rational arguments cannot. A picture is worth 1000 
words, and parables are word-pictures. Parables challenge the hearer in ways that abstract state-
ments about truth cannot. And so, on Sunday mornings over the next few months, I will be preaching 
on Jesusô parables.  
 Preaching about a parable is a little bit like talking about music: it is much more powerful  to 
hear anything from a simple childôs chorus to a symphony than to talk about it. But at the same time, 
a well informed listener can hear more, be more deeply moved by, and glean greater meaning from 
music by knowing a little background. For instance, understanding that ñRing Around The Rosieò is 
about avoiding the plague or that John Newton, who wrote ñAmazing Grace,ò was a hardened slave 
trader before coming to Christ, gives both the hymn and the nursery rhyme another layer of meaning. 
For a sermon, this usually means opening the world of the original listeners to the modern listeners 
and readers and that is what we will be doing together for the next few months. This next Sunday 
(July 11th) we will be looking at perhaps the best known of all Jesusô parables: the story of the Good 
Samaritan.  
 If you want to do a little reading on the parables, a few great options are James W. Mooreôs 
series on the various parables, Kenneth Baileyôs Jesus Through Mideastern Eyes, and for a more schol-
arly approach, Joachim Jeremiasô The Parables of Jesus. And reading the parables from a good study 
Bible is always helpful. One of your pastorôs favorite study Bibles is the NRSV Cultural Background 
Study Bible. And, of course, be sure to read the story in the Bible. It is found in Luke 10:25-37.
